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Assistant Instructor Funding Renewal Policy for Rhetoric and 
Composition PhD program 


At the end of each academic year, and as necessary, assistant instructors’ academic and 
professional performance will be evaluated by the directors of the University Writing Center, the 
Rhetoric and Writing Studies Program, and the First-Year Composition Program. The results of 
this evaluation will determine renewal for the next semester or year.  


Satisfactory Progress: If a student is making satisfactory progress both academically and with 
their AI responsibilities, the student is renewed.  


Unsatisfactory Progress: If a student is not making satisfactory progress in either or both 
categories (academic and AI responsibilities), the student’s funding may not be renewed.  The 
following conditions are applicable: 


• Probation for one semester. The student will be funded during this probationary period. 
The student will receive mentoring to get back on track. 


• Suspension for one semester. The student may enroll in courses, but funding will not be 
provided for the semester.  Funding may be revoked mid-semester when necessary.  


• Suspension for one year. The student may enroll in courses, but funding will not be 
provided for the year.  The student may re-apply for funding and will be considered 
among the new pool of applicants.   


• Termination.  The student may enroll in courses but no funding will be available. Re-
application is not permitted. 


• Dismissal from PhD program.  The student may not enroll in further coursework at 
UTEP. 


Considerations for probation, suspension, or termination include the following:  


• Not participating in expected responsibilities such as tutoring, norming, observations, etc. 
• Teaching evaluation of 3 or below on the University SAQs 
• Consistently poor evaluations on the English Department’s Form B evaluation 
• Several and/or serious issues expressed by students on FYC concern forms   
• Not showing up for class and/or not having students complete work online  
• Attitudinal insubordination  
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• Academic performance that places the student on probation (GPA less than 3.0; too many 
incompletes; etc)  


Process 


Students will be notified in writing about their standing. In probation, suspension, or termination 
cases, the student may be asked to confer with the directors of the programs. The chair of the 
department will also be involved in suspension and termination cases. Failure to respond to a 
meeting request will result in automatic suspension.  


Although most cases will begin in the probationary stage, the directors reserve the right to move 
straight to suspension or termination when the circumstance warrants it.  


Being placed on probation means that you are eligible to receive your AI funding. However, if 
certain criteria are not met by the dates specified by the relevant directors, you will risk losing 
that funding. Failure to meet with the directors on the date and time specified will move you into 
suspension where you will not be eligible for the AI funding.  


Being placed on suspension means that you are not currently eligible to receive your AI funding. 
However, if certain criteria are met, you may be able to re-apply for that funding the following 
semester. Failure to meet with the directors on the date and time specified will move you into 
termination where you are no longer eligible to enroll in PhD level coursework in RWS at 
UTEP.   


Being terminated means that you are no longer eligible for AI funding or enrollment in PhD 
level coursework in RWS at UTEP.

Only the top two proposals from a competitive pool of applicants will be funded.  Awards of 
up to $1,000 will be made once monthly on a competitive basis and announced on the first 
Monday of each month.  Graduate students may receive one award per academic year. 
 


Award recipients must do the following to receive reimbursement: 


1. The student’s academic department will need to contact the Graduate School to 
provide an account to transfer the award. Once this step has been completed, the 
student will be notified via e-mail that he/she has been approved for travel.

• All doctoral students are required to register for 3 sections of 6130 Graduate Seminar in
Rhetoric. You may choose which semesters and which sections you would like. Although
they are listed with days and times, the class will meet only a few times per semester
based on the availability of all members. Topics range from creating e-portfolios to
publishing and are generally led by faculty in the RWS program.


• Qualifying Exams (Comps) are taken the summer after the completion of your
coursework, which is generally after the second year of study. The faculty for each of the
five core courses in RWS will write exam questions for the entire cohort. Exams will be
received and submitted digitally, and students will have 72 hours to answer all five
questions. The entire exam should not exceed 32 pages. Please refer to the Qualifying
Exams Guidelines document in your packet for more information.







Dissertation: 


• The dissertation is a piece of scholarly work completed in your area of concentration in
RWS and should be publishable either as a book or series of academic articles. Doctoral
candidates will complete a proposal, issue progress reports while writing, and give an
oral defense.
