Cost

- $350 per participant
- $350 non-refundable deposit

transportation
- Food &  other personal expenses

Housing/Meals

- Two dorm-style rooms complete with bunks, 
shower facilities, towels, and linens

- Free wi-fi
- Groups prepare majority of meals
- One to two meals are provided
- Kitchen facilities available for use
